I, and the governors, provide challenge and support 

for the leadership teams to ensure that we can confidently state that the education provided is of very 

high quality and that children in our schools are thriving. 

    

Starting School 

Transition: We invite you and your child to attend a couple of 

sessions in July where they will enjoy a story with their new class 

teacher, they can then stay and play in the classroom, we also do 

optional home visits to help us really get to know your child. In 

September your children will begin school, full time, however part 

time transitions can be discussed. 

Free fruit and milk: The government funds free milk for all under 5s; 

once your child turns 5 you are welcome to continue paying for the 

milk. At break times the children will also receive a piece of fruit or a 

vegetable to eat, this is also funded by the government until the 

children leave Key Stage 1 (Year 2). 

Universal Free School Meals: Until your child reaches the end of Key 

Stage 1 they will also be entitled to have a free school meal every 

day. This can be mixed and matched with packed lunch if you wish, 

with no need to book. 

Buddy System: To help your child settle into school we allocate each 

child a Year 6 ‘buddy’ who will support them at lunchtime and 

ensure they know where to go and that they have someone to play 

with.  

 

 

Uniform: You can see from the photos on 

the left that our school uniform consists of 

royal blue jumpers or cardigans, grey 

trousers, skirts or dresses and white 

collared t-shirts or shirts. The children need 

to wear black shoes. For PE they need white 

t-shirts and navy blue shorts, plus a pair of 

black plimsolls. As a great deal of time is 

spent learning outdoors your child also 

needs a puddle suit and wellies.
